HAVE FUN IN THE SUN - BUT BE CAREFUL

Skin cancer is the most common of all cancer types. More than 1 million skin cancers
are diagnosed each year in the United States. That's more than cancers of the
prostate, breast, lung, colon, uterus, ovaries, and pancreas combined. The number of
skin cancer has been increasing over the past few decades.

E‘#" 3 The good news is that you can do a lot to protect yourself and your family from skin
- > cancer, or to catch it early enough so that it can be treated effectively. Most skin
pvj; cancers are caused by too much exposure to ultraviolet (UV) rays. Much of this
exposure comes from the sun, but some may come from man-made sources, such as
BodY  indoor tanning lamps/beds.

Finding possible skin cancers doesn’t require any x-rays or blood test — just your eyes and a mirror. If
skin cancer does develop, finding it early is the best way to ensure it can be treated effectively.

Some people think about sun protection only when they spend a day at the lake, beach, or pool. But
sun exposure adds up day after day, and it happens every time you are in the sun. “Slip! Slop!
Slap!..and Wrap” is a catch phrase that can help you remember the 4 key methods to use to protect
yourself from UV radiation:

9 Slip on a shirt

9 Slop on sunscreen

9 Slap on ahat

9 Wrap on sunglasses to protect the eyes & sensitive skin around them

It is recommended to use products with a sun protection factor (SPF) of at least 30. The SPF number
represents the level of protection against UVB rays provided by the sunscreen — a higher number
means more protection. Sunscreens with SPF 30 filter out about 97% of UVB rays. For best results,
sunscreens MUST be reapplied at least every 2 hours and even more often if you are swimming or
sweating. Remember sunscreens rub off when you towel yourself dry, so will need to reapply.

Another way to limit exposure to UV light is to avoid being outdoors in sunlight too long. UV rays are
strongest when the sun is high in the sky, usually between the hours of 10am and 4pm.

P.S Avoid tanning beds.
