a great way to beat the heat. So, let's learn how to be safe by
following a few simple guidelines.

Body

"Buddy up!"
ALWAYS swim with a partner. Anyone can get muscle cramps which might make it difficult to get out of
the water. A partner can help get you to safety.

"Get Skilled
Learning some life-saving skills, such as CPR and rescue techniques, can help save a life. Check out
YMCA, local hospitals, or chapter of Red Cross for training.

"Know your limit§

If you're not a good swimmer or you're just learning, stay in water you can touch the bottom and don't try
to stay up with skilled swimmers. If you are a skilled swimmer then keep an eye on those who aren't and
suggest frequent breaks.

"Swim in a safe area orily
This means with a lifeguard present. Swimming in an open body of water (river, lake, or ocean) you
need more energy to handle the currents and other conditions.

"Be careful about divirig
Check the area for depth or hidden hazards.

"Watch the sun."
Apply sunscreen frequently.

"Drink plenty of fluids."
Dizziness, feeling lightheaded or nausea can be signs of dehydration.
