Slacktivism: Do | have it? Is it contagious?
Yes, you may have this dreaded dis-ease and | believe it is contagious. But what is slacktivism?

| recently read an article from the May 2010 issue of Fast Company Magazine which spoke
‘slacktivisim.” It's a combination of two words, (slacker + activism = slacktivism) and it's not meant as
a compliment. A slacktivist is someone who seeks to do good without having to do much at all. It's
inch-deep activism that you can do from the comfort of your own couch.

The word is considered a pejorative term that describes "feel-good" measures, in support of an issue
or social cause, that have little or no practical effect other than to make the person doing it feel good.

So . . . what does that have to do with the church?

Firstly, I'm not criticizing people who try to make the world a better place. I'm also not judging anyone
who has participated in what might be considered slacktivism. I've also been a slacktivist, as have
most people.

What I’'m wondering about when it comes to the church is the manner in which we view our church
and community. Ultimately this becomes a reflection of who we are in Jesus, and that's the scary
part. It's easy to throw a few extra dollars in the plate and feel we did our part. Yes, we need to give
and that is important (so do don't yell!). However, if that is the extent of our Christian activism, then
we have missed the point of who and what Christ calls us to be.

Putting ribbons on our cars, joining Facebook causes and overlays on our avatars are great, but what
are we doing to literally make a difference in our church and community, all because Christ made
the biggest difference in our lives.

He saved me! He died for me! He left the perfection of heaven . . . for me! He was beaten bloody . .
. for me! He has forgiven me! . . . Again and again He will forgive me!

| read an interesting story this week about a woman in Kansas City. She entered a Haagen-Dazs store for
an ice cream cone. After getting it she turned around and found herself face-to-face with Paul Newman,
who was in town filming Mr. & Mrs. Bridge. (Note to the youngsters: Paul Newman made movies before
he made salad dressing!) Paul said, “Hello.” His radiant blue eyes caused her knees to shake. She
managed to pay for her cone, then left the shop, heart pounding. When she regained her composure she
realized she didn’t have her ice cream cone. She started back into the store and met Newman at the door.
“Are you looking for your ice cream?” he asked. She nodded, unable to speak. “You put it in your purse
with your change,” he said smiling!

When was the last time your knees went weak, your pulse quickened and your heart was overwhelmed
with praise to God? If you can’'t remember, self-interest, busyness, or spiritual complacency may have
seduced you into seeking fulfillment in lesser things. The hymn writer defines worship as “Lost in wonder,
love and praise.” The Psalmist writes about the whole gamut of human emotion, but he focuses on one
theme above all others: praise.

In his last psalm he writes: “Praise the Lord! Praise God in His sanctuary; Praise Him in His mighty
firmament! Praise Him with the sound of the trumpet; Praise Him with the lute and harp! Praise Him with

the timbrel and dance; Praise him with stringed instruments and flutes! Praise Him with loud cymbals;

Never store flammable liquids such as paint near heating units.

Have more than one escape route from your home. Practice these routes with
your family.

Avoid bumps, burns, bruises and falls
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Use a step stool instead of a chair to climb to a high shelf.

Install rubber mats or safety decals in bathtubs and showers

Keep staircases and hallways free of clutter & make sure there is proper lighting.
Never go up & down stairs carrying things that could block your vision or put you
off balance.

Securely fasten all carpeting and make sure all throw rugs or area rugs have
non-skid backing.

Never wear loose clothing near a stovetop while cooking. Never leave cooking
unattended.
